The Countiesof Riversideand San
Bernardino, together with the Cities of
Moreno Valey and Grand Terrace, are
proposing aproject to extend and re-
align Pigeon Pass Road from Hidden
Springs Drive in Moreno Valley to
Mount Vernon Avenuein Grand Ter-
race. The project would beafour lane,
divided, limited-access arterial. Ap-
proximately 5 milesof improvements
areplanned. Theintent of the Pigeon
Pass Road improvement project isto
increase safety andimprovecirculation
withinthearea, aswell asreducetraf-
fic congestion onroadwaysbetweenthe
counties. The agenciesrecognizethe
importance of retaining therural char-
acter of thearea(context-sengtivede-
sgn), whilea thesametimeincreasing
safety andimproving accessand circu-
lation. Theproject teemincludesagency
representativesfrom areassurrounding
the project including the Counties of
Riversideand San Bernardino and the
Citiesof Colton, Grand Terrace, Loma
Linda, Moreno Valley, Redlands, Riv-
ersideand San Bernardino.

Oneof the specificimprovement a-
ternativesidentifiedinthe CETAPsud-
ieswasthewidening, paving and re-
aignment of existing Pigeon PassRoad

and itsconnection with either Center
Street or Main Street in the City of
Grand Terrace. Extension of Pigeon
Pass Road was considered necessary
to help meet the needs of inter-county
circulating. The CETAP studiesalso
Identified enhancementsto Reche Can-
yon Road, east of Pigeon Pass Road,
asanother necessary inter-county cor-
ridor improvement. Thewidening of
Interstate 215 (1-215) isan additional
priority for improving inter-county
travel. The Countiesof Riversideand
San Bernardino, together with the Cit-
iesof Moreno Valley and Grand Ter-
race, are jointly carrying the Pigeon
Pass Road improvement project for-
ward into preliminary engineering and
environmental analysis. TheRiversde
County Transportation Department is
serving astheLead Agency.

A Memorandum of Understanding
has been executed by the participating
agencies pledging to simultaneously
advancetheplanning and design of both
the Pigeon Pass Road and Reche Can-
yon Road projects to address traffic
growth, local accessand inter-county
travel needs. Public involvement and
input will continueto beacritica com-
ponent of the planning study process.

Groceries from the Backyard: A Harvest of Savings

(ARA) - Theeconomy istanking,
grocery bills are climbing and food
safety scares are on therise. For the
43 million Americansplanning aveg-
etablegarden thisspring, growing your
own isamatter of dollarsand sense.
Food gardening will jump 19 percent
thisyear over last year, according to
anew survey by the Nationa Garden-
ingAssociation (NGA). Homeowners
with shrinking household budgetsare
looking for help in their own back-
yards. Can planting a veggie patch
really save you money? Government
agenciesand gardening organi zations
Say yes.

Every $100 spent on vegetable gar-
deningyields$1,000to $1,700 worth
of produce, the U.S. Department of
Agricultureestimates. That'saserious
hedge against skyrocketing food
prices, expected to jump another 5
percent thisyear.

You'll get ahalf-pound of edibles
from every squarefoot of ground de-
voted to backyard crops, NGA ex-
perts say. Even amodest garden (15
by 15 feet) can produce more than
100 pounds of garden-fresh tomatoes,
salad greens, vegetables and herbs.
Better flavor and bragging rightscome
withthe harvest.

Planting avegetable plot and keep-
ing it productiveisn’t that hard if you
start small, keepthebasicsinmindand
plant reliablevarieties. Takeit step by
dep:

Lead with Location — A sunny,
well-drained spot close to a water
spigotisideal. Leafy greenstolerate
some shade, but other crops want
eight hoursof sundaily.

Suitable Soil — Adding organic
materia isthekey to an easy-caregar-
den. It loosens stiff soil, helpsretain
moi stureand nourishesimportant soil
organisms. Good “ingredients’ include
manure, humus and chopped-up
leaves. Spread a 4-inch layer of

amendmentson your plot andtill into
thetop 9to 12 inches.

Fertilize Faithfully — All edible
plantsremove somenutrientsfromthe
soil, and can quickly exhaust the soil
without thehelp of afertilizer. Always
follow the rates given on the label
when deciding how much to use.
Water Wisely — One inch of water
weekly is adequate for most veg-
etables. Soaker hosesor drip systems
deliver water efficiently and keep fo-
liagedry, fending off |eaf diseases.

Patrol for Pests— Monitor insect
damage but try to keep your crops
pesticide-free. Hand-pick pests or
didodgethemwith ajet of water, then
let natural predatorsdo therest. If you
must spray, doitlatein the day when
beneficial insectsarelessactive.

Pick the Right Plants — Flower
gardeners gravitate to the newest,
showiest varieties, but smart food gar-
denersappreciate thetried-and-true.

ished until 2012 or 2013. We do not
need a high school and we certainly
do not need the debt. Steve Berry
and Walt Stanckiewitz say that weal-
ready have the money. That islike
saying that we should rundown to the
bank and take out asubstantial amount
and spend just because we haveit.

Most of the Colton school board
memberswant to nametheyet un-built
school after one of the Colton High
School alumni, Ray Abril. Inapoll
taken recently by the school board a
largemajority of peoplevoted to name
the school Grand Terrace High Schooal.

REPRESENTATIONAL GOVERNMENT, OH REALLY?

Someone on the school board said
that therewasno mgjority inthe poll.
But they did not poll theentirecity of
Grand Terraceeligiblevoters. Paul
Owensof Grand Terrace said that the
board should rename Colton High
School theRay Abril High School and
the non-existent Grand Terrace
School, Grand Terrace High School.

Inadditionto asking the publicwho
wanted to speak, (speeches are re-
stricted to three minutes the same as
they are when one goes before the
Grand Terrace City Council), it ap-
peared that several of us wanted to
say something. But after 5 minutesof
speakers who voiced their opinions
under public comments, suddenly the
public commentswere cancelled and
severd of usincuding mysdf wereout-
raged! | wanted my voiceto beheard
and that isnot difficult dueto thevol-
umeof it. | wasignored, just likethe
otherswho had carefully planned their
speeches. When peoplewere shut of f
and not allowed to speak during the 3
minute public commentsperiod, anup-
roar took place! Several othersaso
wanted to speak and had filled out
speaking cards.

Is this what the Colton Unified
School District’s Board of Directors
considers proper behavior on their
part? The school board had already
made up their minds to name the
school after Ray Abril. It was bla-
tantly obviousthat they had planned
al dongtoramrodtheir wishes. Why
they even made asilly little effort to
make us think we could be heard
leavesmeinthedark.

But folks this school will not be
ready for occupancy for severa years
and at the next election for school
board memberswe can replace them
al! FINIS
