USE OF THE PARK:

What a joy to see all of the leagues
and groups of people who enjoy our
own Highgrove Community Park! Sun-
day there was a men’s soccer league
passionately running and kicking the
ball around the middle of the park. They
had set up goals from the edge of one
baseball field to the other. Children
were outside of the soccer area play-
ing under their mother’s watchful eyes
as daddies got their exercise. The day
before that, we walked to the park and
talked to the young adults playing bas-
ketball. And there was a volleyball net
set up nearby to provide practice for
some girls playing volleyball.

Baseball, tennis, jogging or walking-
whatever the preference, the people of
this community appreciate this park and
the people who pay taxes help pay for
this safe way to keep our children and
adults off the streets and out of trouble.

PONY LEAGUE:

In November, 2008, we started
speaking with Riverside County EDA
Community Parks and Services Divi-
sion to get permission to use Highgrove
Park’s ball fields for our son to play
baseball in the spring 2009 season.
We began to raise the funds necessary
to starta nonprofit PONY (Protect Our
Nation’s Youth) baseball league for the
children of our community. We adver-
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tised our intention, and on December
11, 2008 we held our first Board Meet-
ing and elected officers. By the last
week in January the majority of our chil-
dren were signed up.

We filled out Park Gazebo/Ball Field
Reservation Requests every time we
had a tournament

OBSTACLES:

About this time we received a call
from the County. This time it was to
inform us that we would have to pay to
use the snack bar. Revenue from the
snack bar was going to be our main
source of revenue to pay for the umpire
fees and equipment that we would need
for children’s safety during the season.
And the very next day Riverside County
EDA again explained that we needed
to pay for the fields. They said that the
Board of Supervisors passed a policy
last year that would require paying $15/
per hour per field ~ even for practices!
The $15/hr assessment would cost
Highgrove residents more for one
weekend than an outside league would
be charged at a city park for one year!

The CSA 126°s tax assessment of
$120 per parcel per year was added to
Highgrove parcels many years ago.
What is this additional tax used for? Its
purpose is to pay for our Sheriff, Parks
and Recreation, and Landscaping. This
special assessment is in addition to the
property taxes that Highgrove home and
land owners already pay. This assess-

ment was added to Highgrove parcels
over 13 years ago. Three years later
the park was opened on October 16,
1999 and we, as Highgrove residents,
have paid for this special tax ever since.

We have contacts with many other
baseball leagues in the Southern Cali-
fornia area and have not found one that
gets charged for their own snack bar,
fields or lights ~ and they don’t even
have the extra assessment like we do
in Highgrove!

Afriend of ours, areporter for a
major Southern California newspaper,
attended a meeting recently on how to
keep children out of gangs. A gang
specialist from the DA’s office had a
list of the top ten ways to keep chil-
drenout of gangs. Leading the listwas
supervised activities for children such
as a baseball league. We are proud of
the parents who donate their time to
such a worthwhile cause. For many

ot ht
years there has not been PONY league

baseball at Highgrove Park and we were
excited that it was returning to the com-
munity.

In spite of these obstacles we were
still inspired to move forward with our
vision of bringing better baseball back
to Highgrove Park. On Tuesday Feb-
ruary 24th we attended a Board of
Supervisor’s meeting to remind them
that the residents of Highgrove already
pay an extra assessment for these ser-
vices.

THE GOOD NEWS!

The Riverside County EDA notified
us this morning (Feb. 27, 2009) that
Supervisor Ashley is analyzing the park
fee situation in Highgrove and hopes to
resolve this issue very soon!

We pray that next year will not be a
battle for any nonprofit organizations
who are trying to make their programs
beneficial to our children.

OVERVIEW

The Counties of Riverside and San Bernardino, together with the Cities of Moreno
Valley and Grand Terrace, are proposing a project to extend and realign Pigeon
Pass Road from Hidden Springs Drive in Moreno Valley to Mount Vernon Av-
enue in Grand Terrace. The project would be a four lane, divided, limited-ac-
cess arterial. Approximately 5 miles of improvements are planned. The intent of
the Pigeon Pass Road improvement project is to increase safety and improve
circulation within the area, as well as reduce traffic congestion on roadways
between the counties. The agencies recognize the importance of retaining the
rural character of the area (context-sensitive design), while at the same time
increasing safety and improving access and circulation.

The project team includes agency representatives from areas surrounding the
project including the Counties of Riverside and San Bernardino and the Cities of
Colton, Grand Terrace, Loma Linda, Moreno Valley, Redlands, Riverside and

San Bernardino.

BACKGROUND
In 1999 and 2000, the County of Riverside performed the Riverside County
Integrated Project (RCIP) including the associated Community and Environ-
mental Transportation Acceptability Process (CETAP) that integrated land use,
transportation and environmental planning into a coordinated blueprint for Riv-
erside County. One of the areas studied in CETAP was inter-county connectivity
between Riverside and San Bernardino Counties. This study area was known as
the Moreno Valley to San Bernardino County Corridor.
One of the specific improvement alternatives identified in the CETAP studies
was the widening, paving and realignment of existing Pigeon Pass Road and its
connection with either Center Street or Main Street in the City of Grand Ter-
race. Extension of Pigeon Pass Road was considered necessary to help meet the
needs of inter-county circulating. The CETAP studies also identified enhance-
ments to Reche Canyon Road, east of Pigeon Pass Road, as another necessary
inter-county corridor improvement. The widening of Interstate 215 (1-215) is an
additional priority for improving inter-county travel. The Counties of Riverside
and San Bernardino, together with the Cities of Moreno Valley and Grand Ter-
race, are jointly carrying the Pigeon Pass Road improvement project forward
into preliminary engineering and environmental analysis. The Riverside County
Transportation Department is serving as the Lead Agency.
A Memorandum of Understanding has been executed by the participating agen-
cies pledging to simultaneously advance the planning and design of both the
Pigeon Pass Road and Reche Canyon Road projects to address traffic growth,
local access and inter-county travel needs. Public involvement and input will
continue to be a critical component of the planning study process.

Rescue at Sea

in Holland, a young boy taught the
world about the rewards of unselfish
service.

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Property cleared at Spring St. and Garfield Avenue

The old blue colored house that
was located on the corner of Spring
St. and Garfield Ave. has been demol-
ished. On Feb. 15, 2009 we were
passing by and noticed that everything
on the property was a total mess. In
addition to the house being bull-dozed,
an old motor home and small trailer
were sitting out near the north side of
Spring St. and they were a mess too!

Both vehicles and the house have
since been removed and this property
is now cleaned up.

The property was formerly owned
by Victoria Homes Inc. but is now
owned by AW Properties West, LLC.
I received a call from the current prop-
erty owner regarding what use of this
property, and other properties in the
area that they own, should be pursued
to improve our community and ad-
dress our needs.

I contacted Chuck Beaty who isa
member of the Riverside Unified
School District to see if there may be
an interest in using the property at the
corner of Spring St. and Garfield Ave.
for expansion of the Highgrove El-
ementary School that is located just
north of this vacant property.

I received a reply and a map show-
ing the location of a 10 acre parcel
that has been set aside for another

K-6 elementary school north of Spring
St. and east of Mt. Vernon Ave. in the
Spring Mountain Ranch area.

I remember this location being named
the Helen Keller Elementary School but
| understand that the latest name will
be the Maxine Frost Elementary
School.

With the Spring Mountain Ranch homes
delay and other zoning changes that
have happened in Highgrove, | wanted
to be assured that this land is still going
to be a new school site some day.

Each year, thousands of people suffer
serious injuries and even die from inju-
ries they sustain at home. | was re-
minded of this fact recently when a
friend fell while carrying a ceramic dish
and cut her hand which required 6
stitches, a student cut his hand on a
kitchen knife at home and another stu-
dent pulled her back cleaning at home.
Home injuries are one the most com-
mon injuries | have seen, and are the
most preventable. | will confess right
here and now- I have had my share of
them. 1 will also confess that some of
mine were preventable. Understand-
ing how to recognize potential injuries
will keep you safer. Here are the top
10 types of activities that cause injuries
I have seen (or experienced- see if you
can guess which ones!) and ways to
prevent them.
10. Painting walls and ceilings

Neck and upper back strains
are common. Taking frequent breaks
from looking up and doing upper back
and shoulder stretches before, during
and after this activity can eliminate or
minimize the painful outcome.
9. Climbing on the truck tail-gate

If you are a shorter person, you
might want to use a stepladder. Make
sure the tailgate is level and not wob-
bly. If you get in the back of a truck
frequently, install sturdy handles to grip.
Don’tgrab any part with dirty or sweaty
hands. Clear the area around the back
and side of the truck “just in case” you

the mower. If it does get too tall, mow
in short, slow pushes instead of trying
to plow through the grass. Mow the
lawn when itis dry and it will be easier
to push the mower. If you use a mulch-
ing mower, you won’t need to use the
grass catcher bag or have to lean over
and pull the awkwardly placed, heavy
bag and empty it.
7. Moving furniture

Use gliders under the feet of
heavy pieces of furniture. Gliders can
be purchased or you can improvise with
pieces of cardboard (works well on
carpet), small pieces of carpet (turn
loop-side down- this works well on
floors), a throw rug, blanket or large
towel will help you easily push the item.
Get a helper and share the load! When
trying to get a large, heavy piece of fur-
niture placed against a wall, sit on the
floor and use your feet to pushit. Ifitis
a tall piece, be sure to have a helper
“spot” itand make sure it won’t fall over
onyou!

The purpose of the pipe is for a future trail in this area to provide the safe

passage of animals and people who want to use the trail system that is being
planned. However, at this time the huge pipe does not go under the railroad
track. The pipe ends between the new dirt landfill road and the BNSF RR
tracks main lines.

Rufus Barkley of Riverside Commercial Investors, who owns the property, said
that the large pipe will be sealed at both ends and covered with dirt to prevent
access until arrangements are made to extend the pipe under the railroad tracks.
The photo above shows where the pipe comes out on the west side of the dirt
road next to the railroad tracks. Mr. Barkley said that there is another 48 inch
pipe under the dirt road and railroad tracks for water drainage.

Another project in the arroyo north of the new warehouses on Citrus St. is
the removal of dead vegetation in the Spring Brook Wash arroyo. This is part
of Riverside Commercial Investors efforts to clean and replant the arroyo
with new vegetation that is native to the area. This view is looking south
across the arroyo to the back of the new warehouses on Citrus Street.
Directly behind the photographer is the 19 acre parcel of vacant land that has
been mentioned so many times in reference to the land that is needed for the
curved track that will connect the Perris Valley Line RR to the BNSF RR and
where a Highgrove Metrolink station stop is wanted and needed. The dirt
roadway across the arroyo is scheduled to be paved soon, when the parking
lot for the new warehouses are paved.

On Feb. 11, 2009
2 packets were turned into RCTC

1. Resolutions and letters of
support since 2001.

2. 37 articles from the “Highgrove
Happenings” from June 2001 to Feb.
2009.

Questions: How are these 2 docu-
ments given to the commissioners after
they were turned in on Feb. 11, 2009?
Have any commissioners read these 2
items?

PAST REASONS FOR CON-
CERN: (Decisions made by the
former Executive Director)
OnAug. 16, 2004: | gave Thirty (30)
packets to RCTC for distribution to
Commissioners but these packets were
not given to the commissioners for 14
months They contained important in-
formation, including City resolutions
and other documents supporting the
Highgrove location.

(Other problems under previous Ex-
ecutive Director):

Nov. 8, 2006: A tour was requested
by bus, to show the commissioners the
Highgrove location.

Nov. 28, 2006: The tour was made
via 2 hi-rail cars on the same day of the
Board of Supervisors meeting and none
of the 5 Supervisors, who are also
Commissioners, could go that day! And
the 2 hi-rail cars did not even stop at
Highgrove! (Other past problems)
SCAG’s Highgrove “FEASIBILITY
STUDY” STOPPED BY FORMER
DIRECTOR:

April 4,2007: SANBAG voted to:
“Reconsider the matter based upon
the results of the SCAG feasibility
study” But on the following day

April 5,2007: The former RCTC Ex-
ecutive Director went to LA and
stopped the independent SCAG feasi-
bility study, (Tape recording available)
Timeline:

June 11, 2003: (5 years 8 months
ago), Supervisor Ashley made a mo-
tion that: “Directed Staff to explore
acquisition of additional right-of-
way for a future Highgrove station
to serve the Inland Empire/ Orange
County Line”

Question: Why wasn’t this done years
ago? Now only 19 acres of the 35 acres
are still vacant.

Stimulus money, Redevelopment money
or any other taxes money should be
spent wisely. Please don’t use tax
money to purchase 2 properties when
only 1is needed! One parcel in High-
grove will serve 2 purposes and 3 des-
tinations. This property is needed for
the curved track to get to Riverside,
and for a Metrolink platform where
trains already exist. And Highgrove is
in the middle of the triangle between
Riverside, San Bernardino and Perris.
No tax dollars need to be spent in the
courts by using eminent domain to pur-
chase property at Palmyrita where a gi-
antwarehouse is under construction, no
room for parking, and there are no
commuter trains.

After the Feb. 11, 2009 public
hearing was closed, the Commission-
ers had several comments about the
concerns from the public.

Supervisor/Commissioner
Marion Ashley said he supports the
Perris Valley Line and thought the
comments made by Denis Kidd, Don
Earp and “Barney’’, were ““sensible,
reasonable and farsighted”. He also
said they need to “look at this
strongly because it makes a lot sense
but he does not want to endanger
the stimulus money for this project”.

Commissioner Mary Crayton
from Canyon Lake stated that she
was not satisfied why Highgrove has

not been considered and that they
never went to Highgrove to look at
the property. She stated they should
consider the property in Highgrove.

Commissioner Roger Berg from
Beaumont said the Highgrove sta-
tion may have some merit, more
parking is needed and gridlock will
only get worse. He said ““everyone
has to give and take, and that ““Bar-
ney’” has a good idea and it is some-
thing to look at.

Commissioner James Potts from
San Jacinto said it is the right
project for the right time and it
would open up other areas where
seniors could go instead of just driv-
ing locally.

Commissioner Robin Lowe from
Hemet recognized the amount of
work that has been done on this
project and said they need to re-
visit this idea.

Supervisor/Commissioner Jeff
Stone was sympathetic to the con-
cerns of those living near the track
and said that the 1-215 is reaching
capacity and that people need to get
out of their cars, onto the trains and
to their destination. He also ask for
an extension in receiving written
comments from the public.

What we want to know is: who is really

Where is all this $$$timulus Money coming from?

Folks, no kidding. It doesn’t make
any difference who is President; it is
Congress that collects and spends the
money. Now, where is all this stimulus
money coming from? There is a far
more important question that needs to
be answered than the first question and
itis: Who is getting ALL this money
and under what conditions?

According to the world economy, we
are the richest country in the world. Our
Congress has access to literally trillions
of dollars. However, there is a down
side. All the talking heads in the media
are getting you to focus on the stimulus
package and not where the money is
coming from. Plus, one indicator thata
country is broke or going broke is the
strength of their dollar on the open mar-
ket. Right now we are in deep trouble
with the rest of the world.

Also, there seems to be some confu-
sion on the price of a barrel of oil and
the price at the pump. For example, in

the late 1950’s, oil was $35.00 a barrel
but at the pump it was less than .21 cents
a gallon. A barrel of oil is now about
$35.00 a barrel but we are paying over
$2.00 a gallon. Why? Have you ever
checked how much of the price of gas
goes to taxes for Congress?

What about the five cents that was
added to a gallon of gas years ago to fix
the bad roads and bridges in America.
Well, we still have bad roads and bridges
but congress gets the money. We use
up over 1,000 barrels of oil per SEC-
OND. Now, do the math. One barrel
of oil generates 33 gallons of gas. And
Congress collects five cents per gallon
or 33,000 gallons of gas at 5 cents per
gallon or $1,650 per second in just the
road tax. My math computations tell
me that it is over $1.4 Billion per day.

Now, without looking at the budget,
special programs, or whatever, the
money flow to Congress is constant.
And there is money they get we don’t
even know about or they have to ac-
count for. Sowhy are we in trouble and
need this so called “stimulus” package?
Politics and greed. Years ago an ac-
countant calculated that an executive or
an athlete should make about 15 times
what the average worker makes. If you
can remember, Mickey Mantle got
$100,000 for signing with the Yankees
and it was front page news all over the
world. | know you are not going to be-
lieve me, but the rate now of an execu-
tive or athlete to the average worker is
400 times the average pay!!

This doesn’t include bonuses, rip off
investment schemes, or the under the
table money that is made from drugs.
They say that the Miami, Florida
economy is dependent almost 85 per-

and higher and the gangs get meaner
and meaner. Same thing with tobacco
and alcohol. Cigarettes in America are
around $5.00 a pack because of the law-
suits yet they are making a profit. A
pack of Winston’s in China cost twenty
five cents.

In closing, we are a wealthy country
but only 4 percent of our population gets
the money. The rest of us have to com-
pete for a dollar.

LOCATION

The proposed project is located southeast of the City of Grand Terrace and

north of the City of Moreno Valley, generally within an unincorporated portion

of northwestern Riverside County. The northern end of the project is approxi-

mately 1.5 miles east of 1-215 and the southern end of the project is approxi-

mately 3.0 miles north of State Route 60 (SR60).

NEED — WHY IS THIS PROJECT IMPORTANT?

The project is needed to address north-south mobility between Riverside and

San Bernardino Counties and to increase safety and improve access and circu-

lation throughout the project area. Failure to address the situation will result in

further deterioration of inter-county mobility. Specific transportation problems

and issues that exist within this area include:

- Existing and projected population and employment within this corridor will

further increase the burden on existing transportation facilities

Local traffic

would have a more direct route between these communities instead of circling

around to the south and west on the freeway system. Implementation of this

transportation improvement project will result in numerous mobility benefits.

The project is expected to: -Increase safety on the existing highway network

-Reduce peak period travel times between the connected communities -Reduce

congestion and improve existing and future operations on existing north-south

routes - Improve transit opportunities -Protect the existing community character

and environment -Improve the reliability of travel and access to the existing

highway network -Enhance emergency access and reduce emergency response

times for areas served by the local circulation network.

The project will be funded from local funding sources. These funding sources

include development fees from both Riverside and San Bernardino Counties.

glove” on the hand that is holding the
food. These glovesare amiracle in that
they will prevent most cuts if a knife
gets to your holding hand. Use only
sharp knives; dull knives create too
much work and will cause a knife to
slip. Use the right knife for the job; or
use kitchen shears for some jobs.
Kitchen shears are great for cutting
chicken, vegetables, fruits, and other
foods.
4. Draining hot water

Do not pour the water out too
fast or it may splash back out towards
you! Run cold water in the sink at the
same time and it will help tame the steam
that can block your vision or steam up
your glasses. Use hot pads that are
large enough to protect your hands. If
the pot is very large and heavy, use a
long-handled sauce pot to drain off
some of the water before you pick up
the pot, same thing for filling this large
pot. Thiswill help prevent upper back,
shoulder and neck injuries from liftinga
heavy pot.
3. Scrubbing the bathtub

Consider using a dedicated toi-
let brush or a sponge mop to avoid lean-
ing and reaching into the tub. Have your
kids scrub down their bathtub ring be-
fore they drain the tub. Thiswill help
reduce your cleanup later. You can also

get in the bathtub to avoid reaching the
walls around the bathtub. Make sure
you do not use sprays or cleaners that
are slippery! Wear slip resistant shoes
in the tub or stand on a mat to avoid
slipping inthe tub.
2. Mopping the floor

Do not use too much water or
lean over too far as you are mopping.
If you are tall and the mop handle is
shortand you have to lean over, change
it out for an extending pole handle. The
corners and edges are the hardest to
clean. Cover your sponge mop with a
few layers of tulle netting to give your
mop more scrubbing ability. Wear shoes
that have slip resistant soles.
1. Trips, slips and falls are one of the
most common injuries inthe home. Lig-
uids, toys, and throw rugs can all be
potential hazards. Start by turning on
the lights before you walk through a
room- scout it and look for those haz-
ards. Clean up liquids, pick up toys
and repurpose and replace slippery
throw rugs (see tip #7).

Keeping an eye out for hazards, slow-
ing down, and changing the methods
you do things can prevent many poten-
tial serious injuries or even death.
