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Hey- What’s on fire!

—

@  Hey, I think the Hay is on fire!
On Nov. 26, 2012 a thick cloud of black and gray smoke filled the air as

I left the house to go get lunch. The fire was about 1/2 mile west of the
end of Center St. but it was on the west side of the Santa Ana River. I had
to go north onto Riverside Ave., west on Augua Mansa Road, then south
on Brown Street. The containers in the photo were not on fire but it was
a large stack of hay bales that were on fire behind Winterton trucking
on Brown Street. The ladder truck was pouring water from above while

other firemen fought the fire from ground level.

The Riverside County Transporta-
tion Commission owns two pieces
of vacant land only one mile apart.
Both locations are next to railroad
tracks. One location has Metrolink
train service and the other does not.
The Riverside County Trans-
portation ~ Commission  spent
$16,771,000.00 for 2 pieces of va-
cant land only one mile apart:
$8,625,000.00 for 17.22 acres at
Highgrove
$8.146.000.00 for 9.35 acres at
Marlborough Ave.
$16,771,000.00 Total
‘RCTC’s 17.22 acre property
at Highgrove has three railroad
tracks on the west side and one
railroad track on the east side.
RCTC’s 9.35 acre property at Marl-
borough Ave. has only one railroad
track on the east side.
*Metrolink’s Inland Empire-Or-
ange County Line was opened in
October of 1995 and Highgrove
is located on the Inland Empire-
Orange County Line where there
are existing Metrolink trains. The
Perris Valley Line track between
Highgrove and Perris is not on the
Inland Empire-Orange County Line
and has no Metrolink train service

at all.

*On July 15, 2006 the five day
per week Metrolink trains going
through Highgrove was increased
to seven days a week. There is no
Metrolink service on the entire 38
mile Perris Valley Line track be-
tween Highgrove and where it dead
ends at San Jacinto.

‘RCTC’s Highgrove property
currently has Metrolink trains
that pass by the west side of their
property seven days a week.
RCTC’s Marlborough Ave. prop-
erty currently does not have any
Metrolink trains because the poor
track condition only qualifies for
freight train service.

*Thousands of commuter trains
have passed right through High-
grove next to property now owned
by RCTC but RCTC refuses to
build a parking lot and stop any
of the existing Metrolink trains.
The Marlborough Ave. property
will not have any future Metrolink
service between Highgrove and
Perris until the track is replaced,
sidings are added, and CTC is in-
stalled. CTC 1is a signal system for
train movements that is controlled
by a train dispatcher.
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Transit Ave.
Pipe Line
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Transit Ave. is in the process of having a new water line installed down
the middle from Villa St. to Main Street. The work is being done by the
city of Riverside that will replace 2,500 feet of the old 42” water line
with a new 48” water line as part of the water pipe replacement program.
About 4 years ago a new 48” line was installed south of Villa St. next to
the BNSF railroad tracks. This new line will connect to the previous line
at Transit Ave. and Villa St. and proceed north to Main St. and then turn
eastward toward Taylor Street. The work should be completed in February.

COMPARING METROLINK STATION CHOICE

*The Highgrove property has 1.75
acres of room for expansion in
addition to the 17.22 acres RCTC
already owns, which would be ap-
proximately 19 acres. The corner
property at Marlborough Ave. is ap-
proximately half of the size of the
Highgrove property and the other
3 corners at Marlborough Ave. are
unusable.

*The Highgrove property
was purchased by RCTC for
$8,625,000.00 to enable build-
ing a curved track to connect the
BNSF railroad to the Perris Val-
ley Line track. After the Highgrove
property was purchased RCTC
purchased the Marlborough Ave.
property for an additional amount
of $8,146,000.00 instead of consid-
ering a compromise to cancel the
Marlborough Ave. station because
it is not needed.

*On Feb. 7, 2011 a compromise
was offered to Ann Mayer, Ex-
ecutive Director of RCTC for
future Metrolink trains using the
Perris Valley Line to not stop at
Highgrove at all, in exchange for
building a station at Highgrove.
Canceling the Marlborough
Ave. station would have saved

$8,146,000.00 and reduced the
travel time between Riverside
and Moreno Valley.

The compromise was rejected.
*Instead of a station at Marl-
borough Ave., another platform
could be built on the east side of
RCTC’s Highgrove property to
allow future Metrolink train ser-
vice between Perris and San Ber-
nardino. The Marlborough Ave.
station will not have any Metrolink
service to San Bernardino. It will
only operate between Riverside and
Perris.

RCTC needs to reduce the Per-
ris Valley Line costs to qualify for
Federal “Small Starts” funding.
Cost estimates of the Perris Valley
Line limit of $250,000,000.00 may
have already been exceeded.

Even though RCTC has already
spent $16,771,000.00 for the two
pieces of vacant land, both proper-
ties still need improvements such as
grading, station construction, etc.
So in order to qualify for federal
funding under the federal “small
starts program”, here is what is be-
ing done to try and stay under the

$250,000,000.00 Federal limit:
RCTC sent a letter to the Fed-
eral Transit Administration dated
Aug. 24, 2009.

A long way from Highgrove!

Robert Fakundiny was a former Highgrove resident and my schoolmate.
Editor’s note: Robert and I grew up together in Highgrove. He became
the New York State Geologist but is now retired. We visited him and Ann
in Albany, New York when we were on our “Off To See America” trip via
motor home after I retired in 2001. They recently returned to their home
in Albany, so I asked him if he would like to write something about their
recent trip to Guatemala. Thank you, Robert for telling us about your trip!

October Tour of Guatemala

By Robert Fakundiny

Anne and I just returned from a 15-
day tour of Guatemala, a Central
American country the size of Penn-
sylvania. It has four geographical/
geological regions: (1) the south-
western Pacific coastal plain; (2) a
chain of major volcanoes and as-
sociated volcanic flows paralleling
the Pacific coast, (3) an east-west
trending range of high mountains
to the north, and (4) a northeastern
plain of limestone in the Petén re-
gion that reaches into the Yucatan
peninsula. The coastal plains (made
of volcanic sediments) and the
volcanic range are separated from
the northern high mountains and
northeastern limestone plains by a
series of major fault zones that trend
eastward into the Caribbean sea.
This series of fault zones marks the
boundary between the North Ameri-
can tectonic plate and the Caribbean
tectonic plate. The friction between
the two plates is the cause of some of
the earthquakes throughout much of
Guatemala. This fault system is also
the location of the Central American
jade deposits.

We traveled by van from the south-
western Pacific coastal plain to the
northeastern limestone plain across
the high Cuchumatane (koo-choo
m’tonny) mountains and from the
villages of Todos Santos and Huehu-
etenango (way-way t’nango) on the
west to the Mayan ruins of Copan
just over the eastern border in Hon-
duras. We climbed the temples of
Tikal and Yaxja in the Petén, and Za-
caleu near Huehuetenango, A major
thrill was to climb the 8,400-ft active
volcano Pacaya, where we toasted
marshmallows with crackers and
chocolate at a hot-lava fumarole.
We traveled with a touring com-

pany, Rutahsa Inc., founded by a
geologist colleague and friend who
knows central and northern South
America well. We traveled with 9
other tourists, led by the company’s
new owner, Jackie Buhl, a young
zoologist who specializes in research
of great apes and monkeys. During
the trip we saw howler and spider
monkeys, coatimundis (raccoon like
animals), crocodiles, and scarlet ma-
caws. There seemed to be children
and dogs everywhere. We stayed
in glorious remodeled haciendas
from the Spanish colonial period;
all had splendid courtyards with
shade trees, fountains, and brilliant
flowers. We also spent 2 days at a
hotel built by a resettled southern
California hippie at Lake Atitlan,
one of the most beautiful mountain
lakes in the world, where we swam
and paddled a canoe. The lake fills
a collapsed caldera surrounded by
three volcanoes.

On the last day we had lunch in a
restaurant on a tiny island named
Flores in a small lake in the jungle
near Tikal. Flores seems to be one
of the most secret, untouched, and
beautiful resorts we’ve seen, and is
not yet overrun by tourists. Diving
and swimming in the lake, small,
quaint hotels, and generally inex-
pensive food and drink in restaurants
serving fish from the lake makes
Flores a hidden gem. Please don’t
tell anyone!

Guatemala, although a poor country
with 22 native languages besides
Spanish, is rich in mountain views
and lakes, culture and history, native
costumes and colors, and prehistoric
Mayan ruins (5th-9th century A.D.)
that rival those of Mexico. Many of
these ruins have yet to be unearthed.

This road was built in July of 2008 and has never been used!

This “new” road over the arroyo is the entrance to the 17.22 acre Highgrove
Metrolink site owned by RCTC but has been blocked off for over 4 years
preventing access from Citrus St. near the Iowa Ave overpass. This paved
road has a sidewalk, curb and gutter, street lights and landscaping but has
never been used!
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A 1/2 mile extension of this road could connect to Spring Street.

By extending this street 1/2 mile
through RCTC’s 17.22 acre prop-
erty between Citrus St. and Spring
St., Highgrove and Grand Terrace
residents and future residents in
the Spring Mountain Ranch Project
could go straight into the Highgrove
Metrolink location via Spring Street.
The Spring Mountain Ranch Proj-
ect already has $250,000,000.00 in-
vested in infrastructure only 1 mile
east of the Highgrove Metrolink lo-
cation. The existing grade crossing
at Villa St. could be closed because
it will not be needed, but it could be
used for emergencies.

The extension of Spring St. could
go over or under the track for park-
ing access to both sides of the

curved track, and the grading for
the curved track and the Highgrove
parking lot could all be done at the
same time. This short road could
be used by any vehicles including
emergency vehicles that could be
blocked by train derailments like
the ones on May 16, 2006, when
Center St. was blocked for 4 hours,
and on Aug. 26, 2006, three months
later, when both Center St. and
Main St. were blocked for 18 hours
due to another derailment. The
new > mile extension of Spring St.
through RCTC’s property would
provide access to both sides of the
BNSF tracks via the new lowa Ave.
overpass when freight trains block
Main St. or Center Street.

Efficiency and common sense:

Highgrove is in Riverside County
and RCTC has jurisdiction over
transportation funds in Riverside
County. The Highgrove station
would be located only 1/2 mile
south of the county line but RCTC
continues to oppose using the exist-
ing commuter trains between the
two counties that would benefit the
entire region. Resident from both
sides of the county line want our tax
money to be used to build a station
at Highgrove next to the vacant land
that is already owned by the River-
side County Transportation Com-
mission where there are established
commuter trains. The Highgrove
location is the most efficient use of
the land and makes the most sense.

Here’s a disturbing statistic: One out
of every five Americans over the age
of 65 has been victimized by a finan-
cial scheme, according to the Investor
Protection Trust, a nonprofit organi-
zation devoted to investor education.

Still, it’s no
secret that many fraud schemes target
seniors because of their concentrated
wealth and in many cases, trusting
nature. And as much as you’d like to
think otherwise, your parents could be
susceptible to rip-off artists.
Fortunately, in regard to the second
question above, you can indeed take
steps to help prevent your parents
from being fleeced. Here are a few
suggestions:

* Observe their behavior. If you live
close to your parents, listen closely to
any new friends, investment deals or
sweepstakes they mention during your
normal interactions.. If you’re in a dif-
ferent city, try to stay abreast of your
parents’ behavior by communicating
with them frequently and by check-
ing in with other family members or
friends who have occasion to see your
parents.

* Urge them to watch out for suspicious
e-mails. You’ve probably seen them
— the e-mails offering to “reward”
you with huge amounts of money if
you will only contact such-and-such
from a distant country and then put
up a “small” sum to initiate some
ill-defined transaction. You probably

“spam” these without a moment’s
thought — and you should urge your
parents to do the same. Remind them
that any offer that sounds “too good to
be true” is, without question, neither
“good” nor “true.”

* Encourage them to further their fi-
nancial education. Law enforcement
agencies, health care professionals and
reputable financial services providers
all offer personal financial manage-
ment programs designed specifically
for seniors. Look for these types of
programs in your area, encourage your
parents to attend — and even consider
going with them.

* Become familiar with their financial
situation. Having a serious discussion
with your parents about their finances
may not be easy — but it’s important.
The more you know about their invest-
ments, retirement accounts and estate
plans, the better prepared you’ll be to
respond helpfully if they mention an
action they’re considering taking that,
to you, just doesn’t sound appropriate.
* Suggest professional help. If your
parents are already working with
a qualified financial professional,
they’re probably less likely to be
victimized by fraud than if they were
managing their finances on their own.
And it’s a good idea for you to know
their financial advisor, and for him
or her to know you, as you may well
be involved in your parents’ legacy
planning. But if your parents don’t
already have a financial advisor, you
may want to recommend one to them,
particularly if it’s someone you already
know and trust.

It’s entirely possible that your parents
won’t need any assistance in avoiding
financial scams. But, just in case, be
prepared to act on the above sugges-
tions. Your intervention could help
preserve your parent’s financial inde-

pendence.
