New warning signs installed on Citrus St.

Around 3:00 pm on Feb. 10, 2010
we received a call about a traffic acci-
dent at Iowa Ave. near Main Street.

The one car accident involved the
driver Camile Phillips 24, and her 18
month old son who was in his car seat
in the back seat. Also in the back seat
was their Yorkshire terrier “Rizzo”. A
nearby resident Rick Flores heard the
crash and he and others helped the
mother and son get out of the car. The
vehicle was southbound on the curve
on Iowa Ave. and hit the median and a
sign post then ended up on its side fac-
ing the opposite direction. The vehicle
was very unstable but the firemen
braced the car up with 2 poles to pre-
vent it from falling completely over.
Highgrove fire station 19 responded as
well as units from the City of Riverside
fire department.  When we arrived,
both the mother and son were being
attended by paramedics but we did not
know the seriousness of their injuries
at that time. Luckily both of the occu-
pants were not seriously injured but the
dog was missing.

The Yorkshire terrier “Rizzo” was not
injured but was frightened as she ran
from the vehicle when it overturned.
Several people tried to catch the small
dog but a man picked him  up and said
he would take him back to the acci-
dent scene. That is the last time the dog
was seen!

The man  was described as an older
Hispanic man with a hard hat who was
wearing black pants and a tan shirt with
“White Cap” on the back. He was seen
driving a tan or gold colored Chevrolet
Pick Up truck.

That evening I went to the driver’s

home in Highgrove where CBS news
was working on a story for their 11:00
pm news. They videotaped the mother
holding her son in hopes that someone
would know who took their dog. I gave
Sharon Tay of Channel 2  (and Chan-
nel 9) news, permission to use the 17
photos that I took for their broadcast
that evening and the following day.

The unusual part for us was that my
daughter, whose name is also Sharon,
works for Costco Corporate in Seattle,
Wash., and was on business in Ana-
heim. She saw the broadcast on TV
and was really surprised to see CBS
news giving the Highgrove Happenings
credit for the photos. What are the
odds of this happening when she lives
clear up in Seattle?

Highgrove Power Plant Project

The Application for certification for the
AES Highgrove Power Plant that was
to be located on Taylor St. between
the 2 sets of railroad tracks  has been
terminated. This location is between
Main St. and Pico St. on the Grand
Terrace side of the county line but has
been referred to in the past as the High-
grove Steam Plant.
On Feb. 2, 2010, Applicant, AES
Highgrove, LLC, filed a notice pur-
suant to California Code of Regu-
lations, title 20, Section 1709.8,
withdrawing the Application for
Certification.

The Committee directs that the Ap-
plication for Certification  proceed-
ing for the AES Highgrove Power
Plant Project be terminated. The
docket in this case (No. 06-AFC-2)
shall be closed.
This former project was going to be 3
turbine powered generators that would
be used for supplemental power when
needed especially during power short-
ages that occur during the summer
months when electricity is in the most
demand. This location is  on the west
side of Taylor St. by the new Grand
Terrace High School that is being built.

One of life’s greatest pleasures…
eating the food you prepare yourself.
The focus is on ingredients that are
seasonal, local, fresh, and flavorful.
We are so lucky to be living in the US,
in California, in Riverside County, and
in Highgrove!  We have a bountiful ac-
cess to so many fresh, flavorful foods
and the weather to enjoy them out of
doors or in.  So let’s get cooking!

We can get almost any food from
the market but too often it has been
harvested green, shipped hundreds or
thousands of miles, and lacks the color,
flavor and nutrition of locally grown
fresh produce.  Fortunately we live in
an area where we can obtain fresh,
locally grown produce year round,
even in winter.  Road side stands of
citrus fruits, persimmons, and avoca-
dos make it easy to pick your own
fruit and vegetables.  Farmer’s mar-
kets like the ones in Grand Terrace,
Riverside, and Redlands make shop-
ping local, fresh and seasonal conve-
nient and fun.

Oranges are especially dear to my
heart, having grown up here in High-
grove.

Orange Syrup

1 ½  cups sugar,1 cup boiling water,
1 cinnamon stick, 1 tbs lemon juice,
½ cup orange juice, grated rind of 1
orange

Boil sugar, cinnamon stick and
water 5 minutes. Add the fruit juice
and grated rind and continue
boiling until syrup is reduced to a
sauce that sticks to the back of a
spoon.

Orange Carrots

1 pound carrots, cut into quarter-
inch-thick slices
the juice and zest from ½ orange
1 orange, peeled and cut into bite-
size pieces
2 tablespoon butter or margarine,
softened
2 tablespoons brown sugar

In a saucepan, cover the carrots with
water and simmer for 10 minutes until
just tender. Drain and return the
carrots to the saucepan. Add the
remaining ingredients and heat.

Amidst a man’s rugged, leathery
face appears a grin, hidden by an un-
kempt five o’ clock shadow.  Recycled
apparel drapes over his ill-cleansed
body, yet he walks contently towards
Harley.  Harley is not an expensive mo-
torbike; it is the man’s oldest and dear-
est friend.  They found each other in a
park, both were abandoned and left
to fend for themselves.  Harley was
the runt of the liter who would not sell
for much, so he was left without food
or water to die in the park.  The man
is homeless, after losing his wife and
two daughters in a tragic car accident
his behavior became askew.  The mun-
dane tasks of life became impossible
for him to handle due to an over-
whelming cloud of depression.  Living
in a house painted with the family’s
memories was unbearable.  He lost his
family unexpectedly, his house delib-
erately and the loss of his job inevita-
bly followed close behind.

When hearing the description of the
man above, stereotypical thoughts
mostly likely crowded the minds of
many readers.  Assumptions must be
set aside in order to begin to under-

stand the complex circumstances of
those that become homeless.

Substance abuse is a popular
theory for the cause of homelessness;
however psychological conditions are
often overlooked or ignored com-
pletely.  Most of those suffering
homelessness have been shocked
with a tragedy that they are unable to
deal with in a manner viewed as
proper by society.  Underlying con-
ditions such as unstable or abusive
upbringings, coated with an untreated
mental condition amount to the per-
fect formula for homeless.

This column will be dedicated to
inform those about invisible popula-
tions and the resources that provide
free, necessary help.  “Invisible”
populations are more commonly re-
ferred to as the underserved.  These
minorities are overlooked due to lack
of money and education.  I have ob-
served that these populations strive to
remain hidden, because once becom-
ing visible they are viewed with ha-
tred and negativity.  I would like to
halt ignorance by keeping readers in-
formed.  I have a dominant
volunteerism gene packed tightly in
my core, and I feel both passionate
and obliged to share this with others.

In addition to letting us kids drive, I re-
member “Daddy” letting Anna Jane
and me ride on the front fenders hold-
ing onto the hood ornament while he
and his kids were driving down the dirt
roads.  As drunks go, “Daddy” was
one of those happy drunks.  At one
point in the picnic, he ate an avocado.
I had never seen an avocado or a drunk
eat one and it was disgusting to see all
this green stuff on his bad teeth and to
see him sucking the fruit off the large
seed.  “Daddy” was a caricature of fa-
therhood and I felt sorry for Gaylord
and Edith for being his kids.  My sister
adds:  Although “Daddy” was a happy
drunk, I truly believe his brain was satu-

rated with beer which affected his think-
ing, and he had no guilt about leaving
his children to make do until he returned
from wherever he disappeared to on
some (most) days. When I think back
on it, we kids really had fun exploring
the camp. I got my hands on a Kodak
camera and it gave me great pleasure
to have the others pose for pictures.
After the roll of film was used up I
didn’t know what to do with it so none
of my great pictures were ever devel-
oped. If they had been we would have
seen the four of us standing on one leg,
sticking our tongues out and even shots
where we had our arms slung over each
others’ shoulders. We certainly missed
Gaylord and Edith but accepted the
fact that once again, the friends we had
made had left us waiting for someone
else we could play with.

With this image of these two I
have to be pessimistic about their fate
in life as they went forth existing in the
San Joaquin Valley.

Recent Supreme Court
Ruling on Free Speech

On January 17, 2010, the Supreme
Court of the United States ruled 5 for
and 4 against thereby ruling in favor of
corporations contributing corporate
funds to any political campaigns.  First
of all, this ruling was not about money.
It was about free speech as defined in
the first Amendment to the U.S. Con-
stitution.  Individuals can contribute
money to a political candidate but most
importantly, they can either elect them
into office or vote them out of office.
Corporations do not vote but the
people who work for the corporation
do.

This recent vote now allows corpo-
rations to openly contribute to political
campaigns.  In past years the citizens
of this country had no idea which can-
didate a corporation was supporting
because the corporations had their free-
dom of speech rights taken away for
them over 20 years ago.

I realize that most citizens disagree
with this decision because they are
looking at it as a money issue and right-
fully so.  However, it is a far more
reaching decision in restoring corpora-
tions’ rights to free speech.  Yes, giving
money to a candidate is a form of free
speech.  And we will have to wait and
see if it was a sound decision as soon

My experience has taught me that it was
a sound decision and because it was a
5 to 4 decision, it is very possible that
the U.S. Congress may step in and write
new laws once again stripping the cor-
porations of free speech.

The votes were along the political
philosophy of a conservative versus a
liberal.  As it stands now, there are 5
conservatives on the Supreme Court
and 4 liberals.  Therefore, it is possible
that Supreme Court votes at later dates
may follow the same path as this recent
one.   Sad to say, our Constitution is
rarely used as the foundation or refer-
ence of making a decision.  Even our
Supreme Court is now political and the
founding fathers are rolling over in their
graves with the demise of the Constitu-
tion in ruling this nation.

It would be to no advantage to name
the Justices in this column because it
would take years to research their past
employment and education levels in or-
der to try and second guess their next
vote.  When the next issue comes be-
fore the Supreme Court, try to deter-
mine if it is a political issue and who will
benefit from it rather than will it protect
the people of this country.

In closing, the 5 to 4  vote will cer-
tainly benefit a specific group of Ameri-
cans and if another issue closely follows
the last 5/4 vote, it may be the reverse
of the first 5/4 vote.  It has happened
numerous times in the past 50 years and

been on the losing side.  Supreme Court
Justices are appointed for life and
should not be controlled by any politi-
cal group.  But, somewhere in the wood
pile is the truth and it just may make
you feel hurt or angry when these 9 Jus-
tices ignore it.  Hopefully, some day,
our Supreme Court will get back to
protecting the Constitution and the
people it governs.

 But don’t hold your breath!

Do you wish your name were dif-
ferent?  What about the town you live
in or the landmarks therein?  Would you
change their names if you could?  Any-
one who has lived in Grand Terrace for
more than 40 years has always called
the approach from Colton on Mt. Ver-
non Ave. up into Grand Terrace Jap
Hill.  It is a hill and a landmark. The
name has an interesting history.  Jack
Oberschmidt and Byron Matteson have
lived in Grand Terrace all their lives and
they are both senior gentlemen.  They
both call the entrance into Grand Ter-
race Jap Hill.  By the way, there is a
website for sale called Japhill.com.

In the early l900’s the area where
Edison has its facility just west of Jap
Hill was farmed by Chinese immigrants.
They did not live where Jap Hill is lo-
cated.  That place under which are the
remains of bunkers are where  Japa-
nese immigrants lived and they worked
more for the Cooley family than any-
one else.  The Cooley Ranch encom-
passed the area where WalMart and
that entire complex or series of com-
plexes are now located, a location of
many acres. The Cooley family ranch
was one of the first developments in this
area sometime before World War I.
The Cooleys had several children,
mostly boys who worked diligently on
the ranch and when they married; most
of them stayed in Colton or Grand Ter-
race.  One of the most recent was
Stafford Cooley who died about l0
years ago.  He loved gardening and did
so for my home and several others here-
abouts.

Jack Oberschmidt told me that his
father the late Ernie Oberschmidt and
anyone else who developed anything
from Colton to Riverside as he did
called the hill by the name Jap Hill.  Jack
said that about the time WWII began
Japanese people were hired to till the
fields and work for other owners of
property in the Grand Terrace/Colton/
Riverside area.  Thus people in order
to point out a landmark for directional
information named the hill Jap Hill.  If
anyone in Colton asked you where
Grand Terrace was the answer would
be:  “Well, you just go up Jap Hill and
there you are in Grand Terrace.” Jack
feels that most people are more sensi-

JAP HILL tive than they should be by words par-
ticularly when it comes to their nation-
ality.

Byron Matteson, former Mayor of
Grand Terrace who served for l6 years,
and who is still a community minded
individual said that he never heard any-
one call the hill by any other name.

 The late George Carlin made it one
of his “schticks”  (*see the definition at
the end of this article) and it was very
popular.  He discussed almost all of the
four letter words and his finale was that:
“They are just words, man, just words.”

Jim Gifford, is married to a Japa-
nese/American woman and I asked her
once why the name was offensive.  She
said, “It is a dirty word like others are
when referring to a person’s national-
ity.”  Jack Oberschmidt would classify
this as being too easily offended.

My intention in writing this article is
to educate you or anyone who finds it
interesting that we still call that land-
mark into Grand Terrace by the only
name we have ever known it to have.
I am not in the business of insulting
people although there are times when
it is an overwhelming temptation.
Please do not take offense, the hill was
named long before I came here 45
years ago.

Therefore, folks, I am at a loss of
what else to call it.  You have any sug-
gestions?
